Washington State History

8th grade history grading system:

· Common Assessments
· The majority of the student grade each quarter will be based on common assessments given every two to three weeks.
· Students who do not perform to classroom standard on an assessment will be required to re-take the assessment.  Students who fail to meet the standards they have set for themselves on an assessment will be allowed to re-take the assessment.
· The following policy will be used for re-takes:
1. Students who score 93% or higher will not be allowed to re-take the assessment.
2. Students who score between 90% and 92% will be allowed to re-take the assessment once for a maximum score of 93%.
3. Students who score between 70% and 89% will be allowed to re-take the assessment once for a maximum score of 90%.
4. Students who score 69% or lower will be required to re-take the assessment for a maximum score of 70%.  Students who score lower than 70% on the re-take will be allowed to re-take the assessment during their own time (not class time) until they pass the assessment.
5. Students re-taking the assessment will receive their original scores if they score lower on the re-takes than the original assessment.

· Grade Percentage / Weighted Activities 

· The students will be assigned grades at the end of each quarter based on their average of all their scores recorded during the grading period. The following grading scale will be used:

· Standardized Unit Assessments will be weighted 75% of the term grade.
· Journals, Participation activities, and daily work with be weighted 25% of the term grade.

· Extra credit will be worth a maximum of 10% of the daily work grade. 

· Extra credit activities may be differentiated to support individual student instructional needs.

· Some standardized assessments may be differentiated to meet individual needs.

· Classroom Based Assessment, 4th Quarter

· This year, students will also work on a Washington State classroom based assessment or CBA in Social Stuides.  Currently we are looking at testing in May 2010*.  As dates are finalized, more information will be sent home. This 8th grade CBA will measure Civics and will be weighted as a unit assessment. 
· Please note that students’  3rd  and 4th  quarter Washington State History grades will be combined into an end of year semester grade.  It is a Prosser High School graduation requirement.
