SWAT Grading & Project Evaluation Rubric

Student grades will be based on the following four criteria.

Semester






· Hours worked / 64 Hours

=  64% of grade



· Extra credit available at 1 point per 4 hours.  Maximum of 10 points of Extra Credit. With approval, hours can be used towards next semester’s class.

· Wednesday Tech Seminar

= 16% of grade



· Attendance is required. Points can not be made-up. (Two evaluations of 8 points each.)

(Semester Projects may be presented as class lessons.)

The average score of the students’ scores (0-10  points) rounded up will be added to the Teacher(s) scores. This will equal the final project grade.
